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Word definitions - wordscapes level 2728
DISH - A vessel such as a plate for holding or serving food, often flat with a depres
sed region in the middle.

HELD - Simple past tense and past participle of hold.

HIDE - To put (something) in a place where it will be harder to discover or out of si
ght.

LIDS - Plural form of lid.

LIED - An art song, sung in German and accompanied on the piano.

LIES - Plural form of lie.

SHED - To part or divide.

SIDE - A bounding straight edge of a two-dimensional shape.

SLED - A small, light vehicle with runners, used, mostly by young persons, for slidin
g on snow or ice. (A "sled" in this sense is not pulled by an animal as a "sleigh" is
.).

SLID - Simple past tense and past participle of slide.

DELI - A shop that sells cooked or prepared food ready for serving.

IDLE - Empty, vacant.

ISLE - An island.

SLIDE - To (cause to) move in continuous contact with a surface.

SHIED - Simple past tense and past participle of shy.

SHIELD - A broad piece of defensive armor, carried on the arm, formerly in general us
e in war, for the protection of the body.
