SIT - To be in a position in which the upper body is upright and the legs (especially
 the upper legs) are supported by some object.

SKI - One of a pair of long flat runners designed for gliding over snow.

SKY - A cloud.

TIN - A malleable, ductile, metallic element, resistant to corrosion, with atomic num
ber 50 and symbol Sn.

NIT - The egg of a louse.

TIS - Plural of til.

YIN - The essential female principle in some Eastern religions and philosophies.

SINK - To descend or submerge (or to cause to do so) into a liquid or similar substan
ce.

SKIN - The outer protective layer of the body of any animal, including of a human.

TINY - Very small.

KNIT - And (intransitive) To turn thread or yarn into a piece of fabric by forming lo
ops that are pulled through each other. This can be done by hand with needles or by m
achine.

INKY - Of the colour of ink, especially black ink; dark.

SKIT - A short comic performance.

STINK - To have a strong bad smell.
