ACE - A single point or spot on a playing card or die.
ATE - Simple past of eat.

EAT - To consume (something solid or semi-solid, usually food) by putting it into the
mouth and swallowing it.

TAD - A small amount; a little bit.
TEA - The dried leaves or buds of the tea plant, Camellia sinensis.

CAD - A person who stands at the door of an omnibus to open and shut it, and to recei
ve fares; an idle hanger-on about innyards.

CAKE - A rich, sweet dessert food, typically made of flour, sugar, and eggs and baked
in an oven, and often covered in icing.

DATE - The fruit of the date palm. This sweet fruit is somewhat in the shape of an ol
ive, containing a soft pulp and enclosing a hard kernel.

DECK - Any flat surface that can be walked on: a balcony; a porch; a raised patio; a
flat rooftop.

TACK - A small nail with a flat head.
TAKE - To grasp with the hands.

TEAK - An extremely durable timber highly valued for shipbuilding and other purposes,
yielded by Tectona grandis (and Tectona spp.).

ACED - Simple past tense and past participle of ace.

ACTED - Simple past tense and past participle of act.

CADET - A student at a military school who is training to be an officer.
CAKED - Simple past tense and past participle of cake.

TACKED - Simple past tense and past participle of tack.
