ALE - An intoxicating liquor made from an infusion of malt by fermentation and the ad
dition of a bitter, usually hops.

BAR - A solid, more or less rigid object with a uniform cross-section smaller than it
s length.

BRA - A brassiere.

EBB - The receding movement of the tide.

ABLE - A word that is used in place of the letter "A" during communication.

BABE - A baby or infant; a very young human or animal.

BARE - Minimal; that is or are just sufficient.

BEAR - A large omnivorous mammal, related to the dog and raccoon, having shaggy hair,
a very small tail, and flat feet; a member of family Ursidae, particularly of subfam

ily Ursinae.

EARL - A British nobleman next in rank above a viscount and below a marquess; equival
ent to a European count. A female using the style is termed a countess.

REAL - A commodity; see reality.

BALE - Evil, especially considered as an active force for destruction or death.

BARB - The point that stands backward in an arrow, fishhook, etc., to prevent it from
being easily extracted. Hence: Anything which stands out with a sharp point obliquel
y or crosswise to something else.

BLARE - A loud sound.

RABBLE - A mob; collectively, commoners; a disorderly group.
