OVER - In radio communications: end of sentence, ready to receive reply.

ROBE - A long loose outer garment, often signifying honorary stature.

ROPE - Thick strings, yarn, monofilaments, metal wires, or strands of other cordage t
hat are twisted together to form a stronger line.

VERB - A word that indicates an action, event, or state.

ROVE - To shoot with arrows (at).

PORE - A tiny opening in the skin.

REPO - Repossession.

PROBE - A move with multiple answers seeking to make the opponent choose and commit t
o a strategy.

PROVE - To demonstrate that something is true or viable; to give proof for.
