TEN - A numerical value equal to 10; the number occurring after nine and before eleve
n, represented in Roman numerals as X, in Arabic numerals as 10, and in the hexadecim
al system (base 16) as A.

TIE - A necktie (item of clothing consisting of a strip of cloth tied around the neck
).

TIN - A malleable, ductile, metallic element, resistant to corrosion, with atomic num
ber 50 and symbol Sn.

YET - To melt; found; cast, as metal.

NIT - The egg of a louse.

YIN - The essential female principle in some Eastern religions and philosophies.

YEN - The unit of Japanese currency, equal to 100 sen.

ITEM - A distinct physical object.

MINE - Non-premodifying possessive case of I. My; belonging to me; that which belongs
 to me.

MINT - To try, attempt; take aim.

TIME - Reminder by the umpire for the players to continue playing after their pause.

TINY - Very small.

EMIT - To send out or give off.

MITE - A minute arachnid, of the order Acarina, of which there are many species; as, 
the cheese mite, sugar mite, harvest mite, etc.
